Se
han obtenido valores medios de Acidos Grasos voldtiles Totales de 0,546 g % (expresados en &dcido acético), con
una variacion de + 0,037. Se hace como complemento una ligerisima resena fisiolégica y bioquimica del rumen y
de los procesos fermentativos en él y del metabolismo de los mencionados Acidos Grasos Volatiles.

It was determined the most convenient
lapse of time for the extraction of the sample from the beginning of the ingestion, which was estimated at 120
Average values of Total Volatile Fatty Acids of 0,546g % were obtained (expressed in Acetic Acid) with a variation
of approximately + 0,037. As a complement, a succinct physiological and biochemical narration of the paunch or
first stomach is made and also of the fermentative processes in it, as well as the metabolism of the above men-
tioned Volatile Fatty Acids.
